If they refuse, the third step is for the deputy to warn
violators that they can be cited for trespass for refusing a lawful
order to leave the premises. If they still refuse to leave, the
fourth step is for the deputy to issue a trespass warning and, if
necessary, physically remove the violator from CDD property.

If the violator ever again enters onto CDD property, they can
immediately be arrested for criminal trespass, a misdemeanor.
While the CDD Board has the authority to later lift the trespass
order, it is in no way obligated or required to do so.

Residents, especially minors, also face being denied access
to facilities like the pool and park if parents have not stopped by
the clubhouse to pick up their Ballantrae access cards.

“Hundreds of parents have not picked up their cards,” said
maintenance supervisor William Fletcher. “Their kids can be
denied access to the pool and the park if they don’t have our
access cards or other ID proving they live here.”

That’s because one of the CDD’s goals is to decrease
overcrowding at the park and pool by keeping non-residents
out. “The CDD has no way of knowing who’s who if people
don’thave proofthey live in Ballantrae,” Mr. Fletcher said. gz
